COURT APPEARANCES FOR TRESPASSING ARE COMING

In over 70 hours of video we have observed vehicles dump-
ing trash and items in the dumpster. Within those 70 hours
there were 173 visits to the dumpster. 118 were property

owners and 55 were not. That is more than 1 in 3 people
using the dumpsters are “NOT” property owners. License
plate numbers and other possible identification of these trespassers will be
forwarded to the Sheriff’s office and prosecution of these trespassers will
come after identification has been made with a $500 fine. They will also be
responsible for court costs and possible jail time. If you are telling your friends
they may come here and dump then you as a property owner are going to be
liable as well. Also if you as a property owner are bringing garbage, trash, etc.
from an outside business/job this is also not allowed. Our dumpster usage is
expensive and most of us do NOT want our dues to increase to take care of
others filling them up so there is no room for those who live here. &
